FAQS

How many times a week do we practice?

There will be two practices a week for each squad that will run approximately 1hr and 15 min. There will be an additional Saturday practice once a month. Competition cheerleading is a team sport. Attendance at ALL practices is critical. Please be aware that Impact Nationals competition is January 1st so there will be CRUCIAL practices during the holiday season between Christmas and New Years. There will be no practices on Wednesdays or Sundays.

When are the competitions?

There will be 5 competitions and 1 exhibition this season:

October 1st, 2010 - Hebron Cheerleading Exhibition at Hebron Church

October 23rd, 2010 - 1st Redeemer Classic at 1st Redeemer Church, Cumming GA

November 13th, 2010 - Hebron Classic at Hebron Church 

December 11th, 2010 - Georgia Classic (location TBA)

January 1st, 2011 - Nationals at the Rosen Shingle Creek Resort in Orlando, Fl.

What will my child do at practice/competitions?

Each squad will learn a 2 ½ minute routine that consists of Cheer, Dance, Tumbling, and stunting.  Coaches that have gone through training themselves will teach the kids from the ground up.  Each child will receive a devotional book for the season and devotion and memory verse is taught at practice.  We consider this to be #1 priority in their training to become future leaders and role models.

How much is it and what does it cover?

Registration cost is $250 for the season, (there will be a $10 sibling discount)

Are there additional costs?

Competition fees will be a total of $104, per cheerleader. You will have the option of paying this up front or paying in 2 equal payments of $52.00 due 9/23/10 and 10/28/10. (Each competition fee will range from $15-$59; the $104 is the total cost) THERE IS A POSSIBILITY THAT WE WILL ONLY DO 5 COMPETITIONS, so this price is subject to raise $15.

Spirit Fee will be $40.  The spirit fee will cover small gifts after each competition and a coach’s gift.  Spirit fee is due by 8/26/10.

Will there be sideline cheering?

No, Hebron runs this program for strictly Competition Cheerleading, however, there may be instances where we are able to do some exhibitions and we will be doing a Community outreach project this year.

When does the Season start/finish?

There will be Mandatory evaluations for ALL ages July 10, 2010 Time and place TBA!!!
We will start our season with a 3 day kick-off camp July 29, 2010- July 31, 2010.  Mandatory parent meeting and uniform fittings on Saturday July 31st! Practices will begin the week of August 9th and we will bring our season to a close in January after we return from Nationals in Orlando, Florida!!!

How old does my child need to be in order to participate?

We are taking boys and girls alike, ages 4 years through rising 12th graders.
When and where can I sign up?

Registration will begin on Thursday, June 10th  and end on July 1st.  SPACE IS LIMITED.  We expect our squads to fill up quickly, SO REGISTER EARLY!  Age groups will close as squads are filled and registration will close completely on July 1st. You may sign up online or in the Hebron Recreation office Mondays-Thursdays.
