FAQS

How many times a week do we practice?

There will be one practice a week for each squad that will run approx. 1hr and 15 min

A couple of weeks before a competition, it may be necessary to bump it up to 2 times per week.  This will be at the coach’s discretion. There will be no practices on Wednesdays or Sundays.

When are the competitions?

What will my child do at practice/competitions?

Each squad will learn a 2 ½ minute routine that consists of Cheer, Dance, Tumbling, and stunting.  Coaches that have gone through training themselves will teach the kids from the ground up.  Each child will receive a devotional book for the season and a devotion and memory verse is taught at each practice.  We consider this to be #1 priority in their training to become future leaders and role models.

Additional Costs:

Each Child will be required to purchase a Bodysuit to be worn under their uniform .The cost for this will be between $13-$20. If you have one that your child can wear from last season, you do not have to make this purchase.

Competition fees will be a total of $80, per cheerleader. You will have the option of paying this up front or paying as you go to each individual competition. (Each competition fee will range from $10-$35, the $80 is the total cost)

Will there be sideline cheering?

No, Hebron runs this program for strictly Competition Cheerleading, however, there may be instances where we are able to do some exhibitions and we will be doing a Community outreach project this year.

When does the Season start/finish?

We will start our season with a kick-off clinic/uniform fitting/parent meeting on Saturday, August 11, 2007 and we will bring our season to a close in January after we return from Nationals in Orlando, Florida!!!  

How old does my child need to be in order to participate?

We are taking boys and girls alike, ages 4 years through rising 8th graders

When and where can I sign up?

We will start registration Thursday, June 7th at our summer camp and registration will run through July 31st, after July 2nd the cost will include a late fee of $10.  You may sign up at the E Building June 10th and 17th or at the Recreation office Mondays-Thursdays.
